Children can catch and spread flu
easily. Vaccinating them also helps protect others
who are at higher risk of getting seriously ill from
flu, such as babies and older people.

Instructions

Place a drawing of a spider under the glass.

Slowly fill the glass with water and watch the spider disappear.

Why does it work?

Light (from the sun or artificial light) travels in a straight line, bounces off objects,
and enters our eyes, allowing us to see things. Generally, there is little or no
refraction of light as it travels through air.

However, when you pour water into the glass or jar, the light from the spider
drawing is refracted ( bends ) and doesn't reach your eyes, which is why the spider
seems to disappear.

Cozy Joeys!
Incubators, donated by a local hospital,
are helping to care for orphaned baby
kangaroos in Australia. The
humidicribs, that previously cared for
premature babies, are now being used
by Mandy Watson at Kununurra
Kangaroo Rescue Haven in East
Kimberly. The cribs imitate the
conditions of a mother kangaroo's
pouch, where baby kangaroos, called
joeys, live for the first eight months of
their lives. Kangaroo Haven rescues,
rehabilitates and releases orphaned
and injured wildlife. Mandy explained,
‘In 20 years, we've released 823 back
into the wild. It's really hard, especially
in the dry season, for us to keep up that
constant temperature.’
